 I recently did a sermon that would really translate into a series of object lessons. I called it "A Congregation of Shoes."


Briefly, I took different types of shoes and related them to church members such as" Loafers, Sneakers, Clogs, Flip-Flops, Slides, Hikers, Work Shoes, and High Heels.

It is easy to see how most of these relate to people, but the heels may be difficult to grasp.

In my case, I used my work boots (obviously well-worn), and a pair of my wife's heels easily fit inside the boots. After I related how God wants us to be workers, I pulled out the heels and explained how serving God puts balance in our lives.

I don't have pictures of this sermon, but it could easily work for a series for kids. The teacher could try on a pair each week.

FYI: If I ever do it for the kids, I'm going to try and find a pair of heels in my size to show that balance may be difficult at first, but it will come.
